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Program Overview  
The Apple Authorised Training Centre (AATC) program is committed to providing superior 
training to Apple institutional customers ranging from beginner to seasoned professionals. 
The training centres within this program deliver Apple’s proprietary developed courses in 
Apple-approved facilities through Apple Certified Trainers who have met Apple’s quality 
standards.  
 

Program Benefits  
Program participants receive the following benefits: 
  
• Program participants have direct access to the Apple Training Mentor and AATC Program 

team.   
• Participants receive new course releases and updates prior to public notification.   
• Participants have the option to participate in monthly training partner conference calls, co 

marketing efforts, occasional partner meetings, and other training events.  
• Revenue generating opportunities  
• The AATC program mark is provided to all participants to identify the training centre as an 

official Apple training site. Participants may use the AATC program mark in advertising, 
on business cards, on the training centre’s website, and in other communication as long 
as the AATC complies with Apple Corporate Identity Guidelines.

AATCs can 
add their training schedule information to Apple’s training website, the place where 
students nationwide and around the globe visit to view schedules for the course of their

Training Center Profile  
Apple looks for all AATC program candidates to meet some portion of the following criteria:  
 
• Previous training centre experience delivering computer technology skills (for example,  

Adobe, Sun, Macromedia, Microsoft, etc)  
• Willingness to invest in marketing and sales activities for new and existing customers  
• Commitment to provide facility, equipment, and instructors required by the program  
• Commit to delivering Apple course materials a minimum of one training course per quarter, 

per location. Apple Training recommends a Centre hold a minimum of 2 technical training 
courses per month, per location.  

• Employ or contract with one full-time Apple Certified Technical Coordinator (ACTC) to 
support classroom setup and equipment requirements  

• Employ or contract with an Apple Certified Trainer (ACT) for delivery of Apple courses (see 
Apple Certified Trainer program guide at http://training.apple.com.au/act)  

• Maintain one copy of the relevant Apple software per student and instructor system based 
on the Apple courses the training center is authorised to host and deliver  

• Meet minimum hardware requirements for courses delivered, as noted in the Classroom 
Requirements Document for each course (listed on http://training.apple.com.au)  

• Maintain a classroom that meets the standard required of the program (see AATC Facility 
Requirements Document at http://training.apple.com.au/aatc)  

• Purchase one set of appropriate Apple Student Course Materials from Apple for each 



student taught unless otherwise directed for a given course   
• Maintain a website providing a schedule of the current Apple courses the training centre is 

authorised to host and deliver  
• Establish and publish customer satisfaction policies that document the training centre’s 

guidelines for issues such as cancellation policies and tuition refunds  
•  Submit to Apple course audits to help ensure quality delivery of Apple courses  
• Complete and forward to Apple a class roster of attendees on the first day of each Apple 

course delivered  
• Provide Apple with online class evaluation forms on the last day each Apple course is 

delivered  
• If requested, submit an annual business plan outlining how the training centre’s business 

plan will meet program requirements  
 

Apple Certified Trainer Requirements  
An Apple Certified Trainer (ACT) is an Apple technology expert who communicates technical 
information in a clear, concise, and engaging manner. To ensure ACT’s have the instructional 
skills and technical competency to deliver successful training, Apple requires all trainers to 
successfully complete the ACT Program. This requirement guarantees that ACTs will have a 
sufficiently broad and current base of technical expertise and skills to present high-quality 
training on Apple products.

Facility Requirements  
All Apple training courses must be offered within your company-owned or leased training 
facility. The training facility must meet the following minimum requirements:  
 
• Company-owned or leased training facility  
• Student work surfaces to accommodate two systems per student  
• Instructor’s system  
• Instructor’s table located at the front of the classroom  
• Student and instructor seating  
• Power outlets  
• Projection system  
• Networked computers  
• Internet access for each student and instructor station

Application Process  
Following is the AATC application process:  
1. Understand the AATC program requirements.  
2. Complete AATC program application found at http://training.apple.com.au  
3. Submit application to Apple via one option

4. If approved, you will be extending an AATC contract.  You will have 31 days to review, sign 
and submit it. Marketing fee submission is required before AATC is listed on the website or 
the access to Apple’s scheduling system for classes.  
5. Apple will visit the training centre facility to confirm it meets the requirements outlined in the 
Facility Requirements Document.  
6. Applicant is approved as an AATC.  
 

Current Apple Courses  
Apple training offers a variety of training courses for general Mac users, technical 
coordinators, system administrators, programmers, and developers. Be sure to check 
http://training.apple.com.au for the most complete, up-to-date listing of our courses and 
schedules.  
 

Frequently Asked Questions  
 
Q. How can my company become an Apple Authorised Training Centre?  
A. First familiarise yourself with the program requirements. Next, complete the application and 
send it to Apple. Please allow 6–8 weeks for processing. Apple will notify all applicants of 
their standing. Should your training centre be accepted, you will receive a program contract 
that you will sign and return with the optional non-refundable marketing fee. A representative 
will contact you to conduct a facility check and you will receive guidelines on what is needed 
to conduct your first Apple training class.  
Q. What is the geographic coverage for the AATC program?  
A. The AATC program is available in various regions throughout the world.  
  
Q. How long will it take to process my application?  
A. Once your application is submitted, allow 6–8 weeks for processing. Apple will contact you 
regarding the next steps.  
  
Q. Is there a cost associated with becoming an Apple Authorised Training Centre?  
A. Apple recommends the benefits of paying an annual marketing fee of $3799 AUD. 
However the fee is not required.  
  
Q. I have multiple locations. Are all my locations covered in this marketing fee?  
A. The marketing fee covers one training site. Each additional site will require an additional 
nominal fee of $749 AUD.  
  
Q. I don’t have a certified trainer on my staff. Does Apple have trainers I can contract with?  
A. Yes. Apple’s Certified Trainer Program can refer you to many talented trainers throughout 
Australia.  
  
Q. What is an Apple Certified Trainer (ACT)?  
A. An ACT is an individual with a strong understanding of and experience using Apple 
technologies and applications. ACTs have at least one year of hands-on, leader-led training 



experience, exemplary presentation skills, and have met Apple’s trainer quality standards. For 
more information regarding the ACT Program, please visit the Apple Training website at 
http://training.apple.com.au/ACT.  
  
Q. I have a trainer on my staff. How do I get my trainer certified as an ACT?  
A. Your trainer would be required to apply and meet all ACT requirements to deliver Apple 
training at your facility. For full details regarding the ACT Program, please visit the Apple 
Training website at http://training.apple.com.au/ACT.  
  
Q. What do I need to do to get my classroom prepared?  
A. A brief outline can be found in the AATC Program Guide. For specific details, please 
review the AATC Facility Requirements Document or contact the AATC Program Manager at 
aatcprogram@asia.apple.com 
  
Q. How long does it take before I can hold my first class?  
A. The AATC application process has many dependencies, but provided all requirements are 
met, expect to be able to hold your first class within approximately 60 days.   
 
Q. What classes are available through Apple Authorised Training Centres?  
A. All of Apple’s User and Technical courses are available with the caveat that each training 
centre has a trainer or a contract trainer who is certified to deliver the corresponding course.  
  
Q. What courses will I be authorized to hold through my training center?  
A. Your training center will be authorized to hold any course that your trainer or contract 
trainer is certified to deliver.  
  
Q. Where will students find my course schedule?  
A. Students can visit http://train.apple.com and access the Schedule tab.  
  
Q. How do students enroll in my training class?  
A. Students will be directed to register either through your AATC website or by contacting 
your AATC via telephone.  
  
Q. Where can students find course overviews, data sheets, and other pertinent training 
information?  
A. Students can find training information on Apple’s Training website at 
http://training.apple.com.au or you may post this information on your AATC’s website.  
  
Q. How do I purchase materials for my class?  
A. Course materials are purchased through Apple. Please refer to the AATC Policies and 
Practices document for full details.  
  
Q. What do I need to do once I’ve delivered a class?  
A. Training centres are required to send to Apple a class roster after the first day of class has 
occurred. On the last day of class, training centres are required to forward all evaluations 
forms to Apple.  
  
Q. Can I deliver my own developed courses?  
A. Provided Apple’s copyright and trademark rights are respected; you may deliver your own 
course materials. However, it is important when marketing your materials that no 
representation is made that may lead a customer into believing that the materials have been 
developed or are endorsed by Apple. Prohibited representations would include a statement 
that an Apple Certified Trainer is leading your course. Trainer certifications are given by Apple 
for specific Apple courses only and may not be used in association with other course 
materials.  
  
Q. Can students reserve a seat in a class and send payment later?  
A. Not through the Apple website. Individual AATC’s may have this option.  
  
Q. Can students receive the training manuals prior to the start of the class?  



A. No. The instructor distributes the student materials on the first day of the class.  
  
Q. What cancellation policy is an AATC expected to provide under the program?  
A. The following cancellation policy applies to all of Apple’s Training offerings: If written notice 
is received at least (i) 14 days in advance of the class, the Customer is entitled to a full 
refund, (ii) 7 days in advance of the class, the Customer is entitled to a full class credit which 
must be used within 6 months of the date of the original class to another class offered by an 
AATC. A customer is not entitled to a refund or class credit if less than 7 days advance written 
notice is given. Failure to provide written notice at least 14 days in advance of the class 
obligates the customer to pay the full price of the class.  An AATC reserves the right to amend 
or cancel the date, time, and location of a training class at any time, including replacing 
personnel who may be scheduled to deliver the training. In the event a training class is 
cancelled, the Customer is entitled to a full refund. An AATC shall not be responsible for any 
other loss incurred by a customer as a result of a cancellation or amendment.
